Part 1: How to Read Literature Like a Professor by Thomas C. Foster

A.  Dust of your copies from sophomore year, and reread and ANNOTATE the ENTIRE text. Make marginal notes that will help you discuss chapter specifics during the first week of school. 

B. Read the short story “The Garden Party” by Katherine Mansfield in Chapter 27 of the book. Follow the 5 ground rules that are after the short story. Then, using the knowledge you have gained from reading the book, you will write a paper (2-3 pages) that address the following:
· What the story signifies? 

· How does it signify it? 

· Use your knowledge gained: don’t be afraid to take risks and always back up with textual support. 

Part 2: Independent Book Study

A. Select ONE work from the attached AP Literature book list. If you begin reading one and find it too difficult, quickly choose another one! There are several authors and various works to select from, so spend some time reading book reviews (Amazon, Barnes and Noble, etc.) before deciding one to read. These titles are important because they will provide you with an idea of text complexity we will be working with next school year. 

· You will need to either purchase your book (wonderful slightly used copies can be found quite easily on amazon.com) or obtain a copy from the public library. If you choose the latter, you will need to ensure you keep renewing your book through the first few weeks of school. I always suggest purchasing copies to allow for marginal annotating.
B. Annotate! Mark the book up! Take notes. Take notes on character development, conflict, theme, rhetorical devices, word choice, setting, and form/structure. Complete the attached “Major Works Data Sheet” for your chosen novel. This should be thoroughly and carefully completed. (i.e.: it should reflect a significant time spent). This will be collected on the first day of class. I actually prefer these to be NEATLY handwritten. I will also check for text interaction (highlights WITH marginal notations OR sticky note marginal notes for books not purchased.) 

· BRING BOTH THE ANNOTATED TEXT AND MAJOR WORKS DATA SHEET on Day 1!
